Business Partnership Opportunities


Guest Speakers are needed in every career field.  As a guest speaker you visit a class for 45-60 minutes and discuss your career field, job duties and educational background.  This gives students an opportunity to ask questions and get firsthand knowledge about a career. Your expertise can give students a new perspective on their studies and open their eyes to the number of choices for their future.  Students can become more academically motivated because they are better able to grasp the connection between school and the world of work.

Job Shadow hosts provide a student with an up-close look at how your workplace operates.  The student would visit you at your worksite for 4-8 hours.

Job Shadowing enables students to shadow a workplace mentor as he or she goes through a normal day on the job and see how the skills learned in school are applied to a career.

A few short hours are all it takes to open a window into the world of work and provide students with the knowledge to purse and achieve their dreams. Students become inspired to attend college after observing people in the

workplace.  They learn that their career goals require hard work and usually some form of higher education.  They also gain a firsthand understanding of the relevance of academics to the professional world.


Internships are learning experiences for our seniors.  The purpose of an internship from the student-side is that they get real world exposure to a work environment that is, hopefully, consistent with their career interest.  It is a chance for them to practice basic work skills such as being on time and attending on a regular basis.  It also gives them the opportunity to get outside of their world and make contacts in the business world.
By providing a 10 week internship you will be giving a student the chance to practice or observe current technology, teamwork and cooperation.  The Internship supervisors become another adult in the students’ lives encouraging them to make wise decisions with their future. 

For the Career Exploration Fair we are looking for participants who want to talk to students and tell them about your career, how you got to where you are, 

what your company is all about and the various occupations that make your company function successfully.  We also are looking for dynamic, interactive, hands-on experiences.

Mock Interviewers work with seniors on improving their interviewing skills.  We try to match students up with an interviewer who is in their chosen career interest.  The mock interviews are brief, lasting about 5 to 10 minutes per student.

Senior Exhibition Panel Members are needed to listen to seniors make presentation summarizing their school experience, reviewing their internship and sharing their plans for the future. The panel is made up of business professionals, teachers, students and community members.  The presentations are graded on a 1 to 5 scale by panelist.
