· Parents are invited to attend an Open House in the Fall, to meet teachers and make appointments for later individual conferences, where test results are shared/interpreted and activities discussed to increase parent assistance at home.  Parents will also be invited to other events to be determined throughout the year.

· Involve parents as partners in decision making through their participation in the MVAS Governance Team, the School Site Council (SSC), the District Advisory Committee (DAC), the English Learners Advisory Committee (ELAC) and other opportunities as they become available.
