
Junior’s Plan for College


	September

- Begin to think about your reasons for going to college.  What are your goals?  What learning opportunities are most important?  Do your college plans include career plans or training?

- Plan your extra-curricular projects for this year and next.

- Join CSF if eligible.

- Make up any D’s if there is room in your schedule (see counselor)
	February

- Develop college criteria: Identify the important factors in choosing a college for you.  Two-year or four-year? Location? Cost? Public or private?  Programs you need?  Religious factors?  Social environment?  Focus on your goals, career interests, and special talents.

- Register for the Spring SAT I or ACT.  See your counselor.  Request “Student Answer Service”  so that you can see where you need to study.

- Start investigating scholarships.

- Join CSF if eligible.

	October

-Take the PSAT and PLAN.

- Attend college programs and college nights at local public high schools.  Notices are posted in the counseling center and in the counseling office bulletin.

-Sign up for college representative visits in the career center.

- If you are interested in a military academy get information now.

- Fine tune your H.S. resume; colleges like to see leadership positions and community service on your resume.
	March

- Register for the spring SAT, ACT, or SAT II.  Request “Question and Answer Service” so that you can see where you need to study.

- Meet with counselor to begin preparing a list of 10-20 colleges to explore.

- Contact colleges and get any information you need.  Read, discuss, listen, and visit colleges.

- Research interesting and challenging summer courses, internships, jobs, travel, or activities.

- For any courses taken off campus, complete necessary paperwork.

- Register for AP exams if appropriate.

	November

- Focus on doing well in your classes.  The junior year is looked at closely by colleges.

- Read the materials for the SAT and familiarize yourself with the admissions process and language.

- Become familiar with the counseling center and reference materials.

- Continue signing up for college representative visits.
	April

- Register for the Spring SAT I or SAT II or the ACT.

- Attend spring college weekends at the colleges in which you are interested.

- Consider SAT/ACT prep program if needed.

- Attend the NACAC college fair in San Diego.

	December

- Continue to evaluate the type of college environment and majors that interest you.

- Plan holiday visits to colleges.

- Check counseling office bulletin for college information sessions.

- Review your transcript.  Make up any D’s second semester provided there is room in your schedule.  (see your counselor)
	May

- Sign up for summer school if necessary to remediate.

- Take SAT/ACT (SAT II available also).

- Take AP exams, if appropriate.

- Narrow your college list.  Decide which ones you can visit this summer.

- Review transcript for repeats.  Do you need to go to summer school?  If there are any D’s on your transcript, talk to your counselor.

	January

- Obtain your PSAT/PLAN results and study the materials that come with them.

- Consider a SAT/ACT test preparation workshop.

- Register for the Spring SAT/ACT.
	June

- Take SAT II (SAT I available also).

- Take ACT.

- File NCAA clearing house form.
