
Senior’s Plan for College


	September

- Register for October or November SAT I or ACT II, if needed.

- Finalize list of colleges.  Reduce list to 5-10 schools.  Review each college’s requirements for admission.

- Write to any colleges you have not contacted for applications.

- Organize files, photocopy applications and begin to fill out rough drafts.

- Remind your parents to gather financial records.

- Plan visits and interview to colleges while they are in session.

- Attend college weekends.

	February

- Check that the college has received financial, test scores, and all other forms.  Can you apply for housing now?

- Some college acceptance letters may arrive.  Inform your counselor when you hear from a college.

-  Send thank you’s to teachers, counselors, and anyone who helped 0you through the process.

	October

- Register and take December ACT or SAT I and SAT II, if needed. 

- Work on rough draft essays and applications.

- Send in “early decision,” “early action” applications.

- Pick up UC/CSU applications and attend a UC/CSU application workshop.

- Make sure you meet all the requirements for admission and have taken all the required courses.
	March

- Submit forms to the financial aid office of colleges who request them.

- Contact colleges if you have any new information or if you’ve had a schedule change.

- Watch for student aid report to arrive, giving amount of student aid for which you are eligible.  Make sure your colleges receive it.  Keep the original.

- Register for AP tests.

	November

- Send in UC and CSU applications as early in the month as possible.

- Take SAT or SAT II, if needed.

- Register for December ACT.

- Finish all rough draft applications and essays.  Have someone proofread.

- Apply to all your “choice colleges.”

- Keep your grades up.  Colleges do look at semester and year end grades.
	April

- All colleges should respond.

- Decide where you wish to go.  Revisit if necessary.  Go to information meetings you are invited to.  Write to the college you accept and those you do not.  Inform counselor and teachers of your decision.

- Talk to community college representatives if applying there.  Get applications in Counseling Center.

	December

- Take ACT and/or SAT I and SAT II if needed.

- Send private college applications.

- Plan holiday visits to colleges.

- Register for January SAT I or SAT II if not too late.
	May

- Fill out loan applications.

- UC – Subject A exam.

- AP exams

- Fill out dorm forms, if available.

	January

- Collect financial aid information and pick up FAFSA forms in the Counseling Office.

- Stay in contact with your representative at your first choice college.

- Keep sending your applications.  It is not too late to apply to many colleges.


	June

- Read books on how to survive in college – physically, emotionally, academically, philosophically and spiritually.

- Send thank you’s for any scholarships you received.
